AIRPORT Master Plan – Overview 

 Master Plan 
o Recommended by FAA and CDOT  
o FAA does not approve Master Plan  
o FAA approves forecast and ALP update 
o Projects may be added to CIP 
o FAA approval for projects comes later 

 Airport Layout Plan (ALP) 
o Must be kept current 
o Airport development must be consistent with ALP 

 MLAA decides whether and what to build 



MEADOW LAKE 
AIRPORT Master Plan – Key Features 

 Planning is not prejudicial 
o FAA mandates against predetermined outcomes  
o The plan must be based on current conditions, 

community input, and forecasts 
 Master Plan Inclusions: 

o Establish future facility needs 
o Measure aviation demand 
o Create the Airport Layout Plan set for FAA approval 
o Identify funding opportunities and strategies 
o Identify compliance issues/recommendations 

 Master Plan Exclusions: 
o Marketing strategies or management of the airport 
o Formal business planning
